Teachers will provide a consistent routine or
daily schedule within the classroom.

Teachers will work to develop a sense of
community in the classroom with all students
through cooperative learning activities as
students learn to live as citizens of the school.
Teachers will be considerate and respond to
students as individuals.

Teachers will provide a physically and
emotionally safe environment.

Teachers will use a variety of teaching strategies,
meaningful materials, and emerging technology
to reach the learning styles of each student.
Teachers will communicate with the families of
the children they teach and establish
opportunities to work with them as partners.
Teachers will prepare students for a smooth
transition to second grade.

Teachers will communicate and work
collaboratively with other teachers and will value
and reinforce continuity throughout the first
grade classrooms and the school as a whole.
Teachers will provide opportunities for students
to become more independent and responsible
learners.
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
